Anti- Burglary Information 


Motivation for burglaries

· To quickly gain access to cash or items of value such as computers or other equipment

· Opportunity to make quick cash or to support a drug habit

· Enjoyment of disruption
Prevention of burglaries
· Make sure your contact information is on file at the Police Department and don’t forget to update the information 
· Without this information an Officer will not know who to call to either re-secure a business or identify if anything is missing or damaged

· Create a consistent policy regarding cash
· Whenever possible do not leave cash on the premises after closing.  If you must leave cash invest in a safe
· Establish a deposit routine immediately after closing
· Secure or lock down the register area to prevent quick removal of the register
· Place a sign in the window of the business informing the public that no money is kept on the premises after closing
· Establish a consistent closing policy and make sure all employees are trained the same way
· Leave at least one light on at night so that officers driving by can observe if anyone is inside
· Make sure all doors and windows are closed completely and locked
· Make sure that in sight valuables, such as computers, are secured
· Work with your fellow business owners

· Create a Business Watch

· Create a phone tree and give a copy of it to local law enforcement

· Be aware of your surroundings, if you think you see something suspicious call our 24 hr dispatch at (530) 795-4561

· Know what to do if you or an employee is the victim of a burglary or other crime
· For emergencies call 911.  For non emergencies call (530) 795-4561
· Try not to touch or move anything in the business as Officers need to take photographs and may be able to obtain fingerprints
