· If calling from a cell phone to     report a crime or emergency in the City of Winters please use our    direct 24 hour dispatch number 

· If a crime has already occurred call our 24 hour dispatch number (530) 795-4561 and explain to the dispatcher that you would like to report a crime

· Once the officer has arrived a    report will be made.  If you would like to request a copy of this report please contact our Records Section (530)795-2261 ext. 120 for further information
